Comment [A3]: A first year student who does 
not have a GPA should use “Not Yet Calculated” 
rather than “0.0 of 4.0” or “4.0 of 4.0”. 

Comment [A4]: A first year student may include 
high school information especially if their college 
GPA has not been calculated or they have not yet 
declared a major. 

Comment [A5]: A first year student should 
include any part-time jobs they held during high 
school and during the summer between high school 
and college. 

Comment [A6]: A first year student should 
include any campus or community activities which 
they currently participate and a selection of those 
which they participated in during high school.  

Comment [A7]: A first year student should 
include any awards or honors which they recently 
received and other important awards which they 
received while in high school. 

Comment [A8]: Make sure to include your 
permanent address on your résumé as you may be 
looking for a summer job back home while still 
enrolled on campus in the spring.
